New Business 

 

Jean announce that she had some pallets 

available for free at Graceôs Garden.  She 

passed out packets of sunflower seeds 

with her contact info.  Bill suggested that 

if you were going to pick up some pallets, 

to make sure you brought along some 

ñpowerò tools.  Knocking them apart was 

not an easy process! 

 

In other new business, Dave Hardin filled 

us in on the importance of the Consumer 

Safety Improvement Act and how it 

affects anyone who makes any product for 

consumption or use for anyone under 12 

years of age.  That includes one of a kind 

wooden toys.  Dave explained that the law 

went into effect on February 9
th
, but that 

enforcement was being ñsuspendedò for 

one year to allow for review by Congress 

and possible adjustment as to its affect on 

individual, garage shop, and artisan toy 

makers. He stressed that ñsuspensionò did 

not alleviate liability if you produced 

anything that contained lead! 

 

There was also a vote by the Consumer 

Product Safety Commission to exempt 

certain items made from ñnatural 

materialsò such as wood and cotton that 

ñdo not use plastic and are not paintedò.  

This is not clearly defined and has not 

been widely publicized.  Dave provided 

the following web sites that contain 

information and suggested that we all 

contact our Representatives and 

Senators to express our dislike for the 

way this law affects our work (and 

play!).  The articles in these sources 

tell that ñtestingò for lead would cost 

from $1500.00 to $4000.00 PER 

ITEM!
