The May program was an outstanding 

demo of a wood reclamation system put 

on by Randy Watson of the St. Pete Club.  

It consisted of a Chain Saw and a Jig 

system that allowed him to square up a 

raw log and slice boards of almost any 

thickness from it with very little physical 

effort. (Of course he obviously had a lot 

of experience!)  These pictures show the 

set up in action, but cannot compete with 

the informative live demo!

Randy begins the initial set up. The 

log is short for demo purposes, but 

there is no limit to length. 

 

 
The initial set up involves attaching 

rails to guide the saw for the initial 

cut only. Here both are installed. The 

length of the log dictates the length of 

the 2x4s used as rails. 

 



 
Randy points out the features of the jig 

before installing the saw. 

 

 
Making the initial cut to provide a flat 

surface for the jig on subsequent cuts. 

 

 
A second rail is installed to guide the saw 

vertically to trim the sides of the log 

square. 

 

 
Trimming one side square. 

 

 
After trimming both sides, Randy is 

ready to ñgo into production modeò. 

 

 
The guide is totally adjustable and 

allows for slicing boards of varying 

thickness ï down to ¼ inchò!
